the second is for the Continent.
  The Stankovic Cup started in 2005 and has been done without interruption since, being
   China the only country that has seen participation in all of them.
     Puerto Rico competed in 2005 and finished sixth.

The Marchand Continental Championship Cup started in 2007 in San Juan, after
the FIBA Americas Board of Directors decided to celebrate it every two

years always close to the Olympics and FIBA World Championship
qualifiers, but still with the same teams: Argentina, Brazil, Canada
and Puerto Rico who occupy the 1, 18, 19 and 11 positions in the FIBA
Ranking respectively.

   On day 2 Canada beat Argentina 84-78 as Carl English netted 30 points
while Paolo Quinteros had 18 in the loss and Pablo Prigioni dished 9 assists.
The Puerto Rican team had a poor showing against the Brazilians showing
a lot of individualism.
   In the decisive game Brazil beat Canada 74-61 and in the loss Juan
Mendez, who is from Dominican descent had 13 points and in the win
Marquinhos netted 13 in the second half.
   Meanwhile Argentina defeated Puerto Rico in the final seconds taking
advantage of Luis Scola who had 24 points while Jose Juan Barea led
Puerto Rico with 19. Carlos Arroyo missed the game due to injury and
Peter John Ramos followed with 17 and Rick Apodaca 12.
   Scola with 20.5 points; Dalembert with 9.5 rebounds and Arroyo 7.5
assists were the leaders of the tournament that repeats the same teams
at the same arena in Hato Rey.

       hen shooting guard Juan Espil uses his right
wrist, despite his 41 years of age, the probabilities
of making a shot are very high and especially from
three point range. He is considered one of the best
shooters in Latin America.
   Espil, who was born on January 5, 1968, in Bahia
Blanca, home of the best Argentinean basketball.
He was the best shooter in the national team but
before the arrival of Manu Ginobili, another player
from Bahia Blanca who got his spot, but not in the
remembrance of the fans, who respects and
admires the player who had an Italian passport
and played there with success and also in Spain
where he made more than 650 three pointers in

the second best league in the World,
behind de NBA.

  With 6'4"and a great shot, he
reached the top in the mid 90's
where he participated in the
Atlanta Olympic Games where the
South American country finished
ninth, but he averaged 22.6 points,
3.7 assists and made 48% of his
three point shots (27-56). He made
27 against the USA Dream Team

but Argentina didn't reach the
quarterfinals after they lost four and

only won two.
   In 1995 he was one of the key

components for Argentina as they won
Gold against the United States, 90-86, in the

Pan-American Games of Mar del Plata with 27
points, 23 of them in the second half.
  Espil, who is from Jewish origin, competed in
the 1984 and 1988 FIBA World Championship. In
Italian soil, playing for club Roma, he averaged
14.9 points in the 2000-2001 season and then he
went to Baladona in Spain where he scored 16.2
points per game.
  When he reached 39 years of age he played for
Manresa in Spain where he made 53% from three
point range in only 14 minutes per game. After
retiring from Europe he returned to Argentina
where he played for Boca Juniors and in July 2009
he passed to Obras Sanitarias in the National
League. On August 21, 2008, his career was in
jeopardy when he suffered a fracture on his left
hand ring finger that left him out for three months.

  Recently Espil along with Juan Sanchez and
Alejandro Montecchia received a tribute for their
years with the national team at halftime during
the friendly game against Australia where the
hosts won 98-78.
  Like Espil, shooting guard Paolo Quinteros netted
28 points despite not being from Bahia Blanca but
from Entre Ríos.
